4. Application Review

Application No. 09-129 Hosmer Building Expansion — For review of final
site plan approval to construct a 4,620 square foot
shop/garage addition to the existing building and
construct a 9,600 square foot vehicle
storage/maintenance building with site modifications
on an approximate 11.1 acre parcel of land located at
1249 Lehigh Station Road, in an Industrial Zoned

Representing Applicant: Michael Braun, Passero Associates
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A. The Applicant stated the following:

The intent is to create a commercial multipurpose campus for both
maintenance and retail businesses. There will be future flexible
storage/maintenance use.

The existing storm water pond will be modified to meet the latest
regulations. There are no plans for an aerator, at this time.

Army Corps of Engineers has approved modification of the Federal
wetlands.

The Applicant is considering an easement to the Lehigh Valley Trail.

The sewer will be extended and dedicated to the Town.

A fifty foot (50°) buffer will not be used for display areas, and will be left
open with existing trees and shrubs.

No floor drains are proposed in the vehicle maintenance facility; hence, no
oil and water separator is required.

A six foot (6°) high fence is proposed along Nevins Road neighbors’ back
yards.

Salt storage will not have overhead coverage.

10. A two inch (2) forced private sanitary main will be owned by the Applicant.
11.A private hydrant is being considered for the back of the property.
12.Nursery areas will have irrigation systems and green space.

13.Green space is sixty-nine percent (69%) just for the front eleven (11) acre

lot. This does not include gravel areas because they might be paved in
the future.

14.Grades are such that Nevins Road neighbors will not have storm water

issues.

15.0ne (1) light pole and some building lights are proposed. Light should not

be visible to the Nevins Road neighborhood.

B. The Henrietta Conservation Board recommends to the Planning Board:

7. Consider assisting the progress of the Lehigh Valley Trail.

The bins appear to be located too close to the neighborhood. There may
be noise pollution from loaders.

Consider a roof for the salt storage. Salt storage without roofs should be
graded to a low point at the center of the pile. It also should have a floor
system that contains a run-off.

Trucks may need a wash area if the site is similar to construction site.
The permanent visual buffer to the Nevins Road neighborhood should be
maintained, and even enhanced.

Item eight (8) on sheet C-1 indicates “Archeologically Sensitive Area”, and
requires follow up with SHPO, as well as some site research.

Add a planting drawing with corresponding trees called for in details.
