(SILENT PRAYER)
(PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG)

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Before we get to the Resolutions, does anybody in the audience have any comments on
items that are on the Agenda for tonight? Anything? Marlene Wilson, 740 Brooks Road.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD

I'm just here tonight to comment on a meeting that we had previously regarding this
Application No. 2012-026, which is for the hundred and forty-four (144) apartment
construction on East River Road, Jayne’s Construction. As the Town Board knows, the
last meeting on the Application, there were a hundred (100) residents here complaining
about various reasons about this project and the proposal to extend the number of
apartments. | understand that that extension was withdrawn. However, this one
wasn’'t. The residents for this one, we were not notified in time. Only ninety (90) letters
were sent out and none of them within the area, affected area. Protocol was not
followed, no matter what we were told, protocol was not followed here. We were also
told the whole Town Board voted for the Application to be approved. This was also not
true, as the Minutes bore that out. Jack Moore and Bill Mulligan voted opposed, voted
nay. The Supervisor was supposed to correct this in public, but did not, leaving some of
the residents with wrong impressions. We were told by Supervisor Yudelson that the
Public Hearing and a Resolution would be coming in two (2) weeks. That never
happened. We have waited and waited to be notified. Finally, it was posted to take
place tonight. You do not have to go through all of the things that took place at that
last meeting, however, to know how the public feels. | know that you all know how
strongly the public felt about this project. With that, | only hope that you're listening
and take this opportunity to stand with the people to change your vote and decline
Application No. 2012-026, to build a hundred and forty-four (144) apartments. | think
that's it. (Laughter)
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SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

Thank you, Marlene. Just for clarification, as Marlene said, at a previous meeting this
was discussed and | did, as she pointed out, misspeak on the vote. That was corrected
at the next meeting, as | acknowledged, and it was brought to my attention that | forgot
to correct it, and then at the subsequent meeting, | apologized for that again. We did
vote on that in three (3) different portions and as you can see, those are all present
here tonight asking for extension of the Special Permit. And Marlene was right,
Councilman Mulligan and Councilman Moore voted against the apartment project. The
whole Board voted for the rezoning, which is basically what allowed these projects to go
ahead, and then the whole Board voted for the other two (2) Applications, but they did
vote against those. And the thing | wanted to clarify tonight, we're not actually voting
on the project. The Applicant has asked for an extension of the Special Use Permit
beyond the normal time because of different factors, some of which were caused by the
Town, quite frankly, because we put off the Hearing, so they're asking for an extension
of the Special Permit. And that's what we’ll be voting on tonight. Anybody else who
wanted to speak on an item that's on the Agenda? Yes, ma’am?

KAREN MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD

Karen Martin, 7 Brooks Road, and | just want to reiterate the letter that | wrote a few
months ago, I'll give you a copy, about how we feel on Brooks Road, on the, all the
development that's going on on our Road, on East River Road. And | made a couple
copies of a very poignant letter that was written in the Henrietta, | guess it was the
Post, today, written by a lady named Julia Brown, who’s been a Henrietta resident, very
profound letter, couldn't have come at a better time, about the quality of life issues in
West Henrietta. The other thing | want to mention, several years ago, | remember
there was a survey done in the Town asking everybody in the Town what they wanted
to see Henrietta, how they wanted to see it develop, and | remember a very specific
guestion about green space and how so many people wanted to see green space
remaining in West Henrietta, and all of our green space is going. It's going so rapidly,
we don't even know where we live anymore. Thank you. And if you couldn’t tell, |
would hope that you would reject the extensions for all three (3) of these projects.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Is there anybody else who wanted to speak? Carol?

CAROL MALACH, 130 CAPE HENRY TRAIL

Carol Malach, 130 Cape Henry Trail. 1 just have a question about the extension. How
long is the extension being requested for and legally, how many extensions is a
developer allowed to request from the Town? You said there were some issues that
were not their fault, and I don’'t know what those issues are, but how many extensions
and how many times do we need to go through this and how many times can they ask
for this and for how long?
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SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Mr. Mastrella, would you be able to speak to that?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY

I believe so, Mr. Supervisor. The Special Permit extension is for a period of up to six (6)
months. And it is not limited in number, so to speak. In other words, in another six (6)
months, there could be another extension requested if this one were granted.

(Inaudible, from audience, Carol Malach, 130 Cape Henry Trail)

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
I'm sorry, | didn’t hear you.

(From audience, Carol Malach, 130 Cape Henry Trail, “[Inaudible] is that a State Law or
Town Code or what is the [inaudible]?”)

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
That is a Henrietta Town Code, §295-54.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Is there anyone else who would like to speak on any Agenda items?

LUCY AND TONYA BEVACQUA, 103 BROOKS ROAD

Hi there. We're Lucy and Tonya Bevacqua, we live at 103 Brooks Road. | just wanted
to give you a few points about what we feel about this project on East River Road. I've
wrote down a few notes here. Just so you know, people | work with actually scoff at the
idea of me living in Henrietta. In case you're wondering, they live in the towns of
Pittsford, Mendon, and Bloomfield. | have been happy to say, however, to them, that |
live in West Henrietta, pointing out a distinct difference from one side to the other. But
it seems like it's all blending together. In fact | actually just took pictures to work the
other day to show them pictures of our wooded backyard and the cornfields across the
street to kind of prove to them that where we lived was not the Henrietta that people
think. I grew up in the country, my husband on Conesus Lake, and we wanted the
same environment for our daughter: low traffic, peaceful cornfields and views, playing
outside as a family. If we didn’t care about these things and if we didn't care about
traffic, groups of college students, speeding cars, and increased population, we would've
invested in a different home. It is impossible to think that the increase of cars and the
increase of population will not affect our quality of life on our road. Sorry, I'm a little
nervous. | honestly don't know how much difference our concerns as residents will
make to you, because it does seem like lots of these things are all financially based, but
I can stress to you how very disappointed we would be in this Board if all of these
apartments were to go just a mile down the road from our home.
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SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

Well 1 do want to tell you, ma’am, that | think this Board is very concerned about the
residents’ input and when the developer came and was looking to increase the density,
we heard people loud and clear and | met with Mr. Summers and asked him to withdraw
that and he did. This one, as was specified before, this Resolution is for the project that
was already approved originally and is just extending their time to complete the work, so
a little bit different. 1 wouldn’t want you to think the Board’s not hearing your input.
Thank you. Is there anybody else who wants to speak?

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD

Excuse me, Rick Martin, 7 Brooks Road. | realize this is just regarding the extension, but
I want to comment on the number of people we had in opposition to this back in the
May meeting, | believe you recall that, we had somewhat of a full house here. We're
still looking at the possibility of having over four hundred (400) cars enter and exit this
project at least once a day. Plus you have a new complex going in down Martin and
Moore Road for a hundred and twenty-five (125) houses. Where is the traffic going? |
know Mr. Summers has a lot of clout, a lot of money in this project. He owns the house
across the street from us, which is a rental with well over five (5) college kids, which
may be illegal at this point, but that's another subject. But please, don’t be afraid to say
no to Mr. Summers. Thank you.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD

Michael, 1 have a question for the Town Board. If, in fact, this Resolution is not passed,
this extension is not granted. What happens then? What happens if you do not grant
these people the extension of the Permit?

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Mr. Mastrella?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
The Special Permit expires and they would need another Special Permit.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD
It would expire, then we would go back to square one, is that correct?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
Not entirely, because the property, there was in conjunction with the three (3) Special
Permits, a rezoning. That wouldn’'t be affected.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD
So it's rezoned, so if they, they would have to apply for another Special Permit for this to
get done, is that correct?
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DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
That is correct.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD
And if they can’'t get a Special Permit, then the project will not be built, is that correct?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
That | can’t say. That’s...

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD
Don’t they need a Special Permit to start building?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
...too speculative. It depends on what type of project. Some need Special Permits,
some don't.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD

Well let's just say that they're going to build these hundred and forty-four (144)
apartments and they don’t get a Special Permit to do this. Can they go ahead and build
them without a Special Permit?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
They can’t build a hundred and forty-four (144) apartments without the Special Permit.

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD
That's all I needed to know. Thank you.

COUNCILWOMAN ZINCK

Okay, so | have a clarification to that question. Since that was approved and since it
appeared to be held up in part due to the Town, if the extension wasn’'t granted, does
that set us up for a legal situation?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY

Well, if you're not granting the extension, you have to, there should be some reason or
finding of fact for not granting the extension. It shouldn’'t be done without reason. By
the same token, it's certainly up to, anything can set us up for a legal challenge by an
applicant who's denied. So certainly, they have every right to challenge the Town
Board’s determination in an Article 78 proceeding in Supreme Court.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

My question, Mr. Mastrella, is pretty much the same as Councilwoman Zinck’s, but
looking at the other two (2), if we were to approve two (2) of them, but not the other
one, when they're all basically the same request, would that expose us to any... |
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understand they could file a lawsuit for anything they want to, but would that be
something they could point out as an inconsistency?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY

Well, if there’s a reason for denial of one while there’s not a reason for a denial of the
other two (2), that's what a court is going to look for. What the ultimate decision might
be is, it'd be purely speculative.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Okay. Is there anybody else who wants to speak on items that are on the Agenda
tonight?

DON YOST, 208 BROOKS ROAD

Hello, my name is Don Yost. | live at 208 Brooks Road. And I'm here to voice my
opposition to the development projects on East River Road. 1 run a business, a horse
boarding business, and we have riders that travel the road and it's a job for me to even
get to the mailbox across the road. We got the racetrack out there, all we need is a
checkered flag. But I am violently opposed to this project due to the fact that the
horses will be in danger and if the people that cross the road will be in danger, it's going
to generate a tremendous amount of traffic, and it's only a small County road. There’s
no guardrails, there’s no warning signs, there’s ditches. And | can’t see any, | know
there’s big money involved in this, but they should think of the people that live on
Brooks Road. They’'ve been there a long time and | think they should think of them too.
Thank you very much.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Is there anybody else who wanted to speak on Agenda items?

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD

My name is Gordon Donahue, | live at 696 Brooks Road. I've lived there for over,
probably fifty (50) to sixty (60) years. It is a wonderful road. It is a rural road. As you
just heard from Mr., my neighbor, Don. Anyways, it is not fit for traffic. | would like to
address Mr. Yudelson directly. 1 don’'t know where you live, I'd like to have you
comment whether you would have that kind of traffic down your road. And Mr. Moore,
who’s also trying to run for the office in the County, how would you like to have that
traffic down your road? | would appreciate your answers to the public.

COUNCILMAN MOORE
I'd be glad to answer. 1 live on Route 15. | have a lot more traffic.

(From audlience, Gordon Donahue, 696 Brooks Road, “Not much!”)
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SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
I do not live on a main road, so | don't have that kind of traffic and obviously it wouldn’t
be built on, inside a subdivision like I'm in. Marlene, did you want to come up again?

MARLENE WILSON, 740 BROOKS ROAD

You said that if we decline this proposal, this extension, if we don’t do it, and they are
not granted this, so that they don’t have another six (6) months on it. And you said that
we need a reason for that? Wouldn't the public outcry here that we had at the last
meeting be reason enough not to build this? | mean, we are responsible to the public
for these things and wouldn’t that be reason enough that it wouldn’t be built? | mean, I
don’t know if you have set reasons, like (A), (B), (C) reasons to not do something, but if
you're not going to do it, and you have to have a reason, | would think that the outcry
of the public here would be darn good reason enough not to do it.

LUCY AND TONYA BEVACQUA, 103 BROOKS ROAD

And just to comment to my neighbor’s question to you, Mr. Moore, no disrespect, but
you chose to live on Route 15 so you know what to expect with the volume of traffic.
We chose not to live on a Route 15.

COUNCILMAN MOORE
I also voted no against the apartment project last time.

LUCY AND TONYA BEVACQUA, 103 BROOKS ROAD
Okay, good, | hope you feel the same way.

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD

Gordon Donahue, again. For the Record, Mr. Yudelson lives on Pinnacle Road, much
similar to Brooks Road. I'm sure he would not want that kind of traffic. Also for the
Record, | happen to have been on the Planning Board for the zoning way back when |
first moved in to West Henrietta, they decided not to comply with what the
recommendations were made.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Mr. Donahue, could I ask you a question? Mr. Donahue, | just wanted to ask you a
guestion. Actually, I live...

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
I’'m sorry...

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
No, that's fine.

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
...I was on my way back.
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SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Yes, I...

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
First of all, I don’t hear too well, but that’s alright.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
No, that’s fine. I live off of Pinnacle Road, but I don't disagree with your premise, but...

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
Proximity, right?

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

Yes. So what | wanted to know is, because you're talking about the traffic that it would
bring, but you're speaking specifically to the apartments. So are you therefore also
opposed to granting the extension for the Special Use Permit for the duplexes? The
eighty-four (84) duplexes?

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
For the addition, yes | am, definitely.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Okay. You're not asking me or Councilman Moore. | was wondering why you were
against the apartments, because then there’s also...

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
First of all, because of both of you are vying for an office, | believe.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
No, I know, but I'm saying...

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
Second of all, if you lived on Brooks Road, you would find...

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
No, no...

GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
No, you would find out that that is a forty (40) mile an hour road, which...

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
You're not understanding.
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GORDON DONAHUE, 696 BROOKS ROAD
...adheres to seventy (70) mile an hour speed limits. Thank you.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

Mr. Donahue, you're not understanding. I'm saying that also there’s townhomes and
duplexes being built. 1 just wanted to point out nobody’s speaking out against those
ones, as far as traffic.

(Multiple residents from audience, “Yes we are!”)

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Okay, you didn’t though.

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD
Rick Martin, 7 Brooks Road...

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Now you have.

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD

Speaking for all of us, we’re against the whole project. To Mr. Mastrella, according to
the Town Code, the Fire Marshal/Inspector may allow a maximum of two (2) extensions
for a period not exceeding three (3) months each without starting work on the project.

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
That's a different section of the Code, sir. This is regarding extension of a Special
Permit, not extension of a Building Permit.

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD
This is performance of work under Building Permit.

COUNCILMAN PAGE
Yes.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Yes.

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
Yes, that's not what we're talking about.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Different thing.
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RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD
Wrong permit, sorry. What's this permit? I'm reading...

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
This is a Special Permit that the Town Board has granted...

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
You're reading for a Building Permit.

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
And you're...

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD
Is there a section | should be looking at for that?

DANIEL MASTRELLA, TOWN ATTORNEY
§295-54.

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD
Thank you. Once again, my wife and | had to canvas Brooks Road to distribute flyers so
people would attend tonight’s meeting. Another lack of communication.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Well...

RICK MARTIN, 7 BROOKS ROAD
I know it got posted to the Internet late yesterday and | think it was changed maybe
today, you had something updated today. It was today?

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

We just, on Monday, just decided to put this on the Agenda and we put it right onto the
website. This is, again, this isn't approving the project. And | understand it's caught up
in a political setting, but this is just on the Special Permit extension and obviously, you're
here, which I'm very glad of, so | was just trying to ascertain if there was opposition, as
far as traffic, was just about apartments or if it was about all of them. | think we've
made that clear now.

(Unidentified woman from audience, “All of them.”)
SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

Okay, I understand that, because there’s only indication from the Board that there might
be opposition to the apartments, from Board members. Go ahead, sir.

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ANDY KRENZER, 45 BROOKS ROAD

Hi, Andy Krenzer. I'm at 45 Brooks Road. This has been our only recourse because
we’re the ones that didn’'t get the notice when you voted on the original project. So we
haven't been able to do anything until now. We're against the entire thing. | mean,
even if you look at East River Road right now, there’s two (2) spots between where they
want to build, or actually part of where they'd build at Lehigh, the Water Authority’s
been constantly working on for the last two (2) years, because they can't get the leaks
and everything under control and the road’s sinking in in a couple places along there.
And 1 realize, based on the statement of one of your members to the media a couple
weeks ago that at least his feeling is that you are a business friendly Board. It's time to
be a little more homeowner/voter friendly, because we’re the ones, they’re not going to
be voting you in or, they don’t vote you in to do the work for you. We do. And you're
supposed to be working for us, not for them. And it’s just...

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
| didn't make that comment.

ANDY KRENZER, 45 BROOKS ROAD
No, | believe, maybe Mr. Mulligan or someone in reference to talking to him about the
casino.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Oh, okay, you were looking at me.

ANDY KRENZER, 45 BROOKS ROAD
No, | said a member of the Board.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Oh, okay.

ANDY KRENZER, 45 BROOKS ROAD
I just said a member of your Board.

SUPERVISOR YUDELSON
Okay.

ANDY KRENZER, 45 BROOKS ROAD

Yes, | saw it on the news and we don’'t even know at this point, I know they like that
Kodak site right next to this, which is another complication, will just make East River
Road that much worse than it is already. And it's, you can sit in your front yard and in
fifteen (15) minutes you can count forty (40) or fifty (50) cars zipping up and down
Brooks Road because they're cutting over there. And all you're going to do is make
everybody’s commute worse along, from East River Road in and add these and it's just
not doing anybody any favors. It's, you...

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SUPERVISOR YUDELSON

Just on the casino, obviously as we told the newspaper and the media that we didn’t
know the announcement was coming and the developer tells us that there’s no site that
they’'re aware of, no site actually selected, although the reports were somewhat to the
contrary. But because that's a much discussed site over the years, | did make my
feelings clear to the developer that that would not be an acceptable site.

ANDY KRENZER, 45 BROOKS ROAD

Well 1 know they mentioned that was their site of choice when they looked previously
and the owners of the site said they were open to discussion on it, so we're just looking
down the, things that could happen to our neighborhood and none of them are good
right now. And I mean, my Uncle lives in the house right across, he is in poor health
and he doesn’t need the extra aggravation of headlights shining in his windows and all
this stuff and it’s, it's just, it's something that, I mean, Henrietta’s almost becoming a
little bit of a joke among some people because it's getting too much like Ridge Road in
Greece. And this is the one part of Henrietta that’s still got a little character to it and it's
rural and it's something to be proud of and not something we want to throw away. And
I think it's worth a lot more than whatever money these people are going to bring.
These people won't live here. They don’t vote here. They don’t have to put up with it.
We do. And | think we're the ones who should be more important in this matter than
the guy who'’s going to profit from it. Thank you.

(Applause)

MARIA HAMILTON, 63 BROOKS ROAD

Hi, Maria Hamilton, 63 Brooks Road. | was here at the last meeting thanks to the
Martins informing us that this was taking place, since we weren’t here when this original
rezoning was decided upon.
